environment to all their fellow beings.

SelaQui Academy is a Smoking-Free campus.
It requires everyone on the campus to abstain
from smoking. The laws of the land banning

smoking in the public places would apply.

Identity Card

An identity card will be issued at the time of
admission. The students will be permitted to
enter in the campus & attend the class only on
production of their ID cards.

In addition, they would be required to
mark their attendance on the campus
through a networked biometric
attendance system.

Attendance

Students admitted and on the rolls of SelaQui
Academy must report at the beginning of
the session, as announced for each semester.
No excuse for the delay in any case will be
allowed.

Students not reporting on time and without
any formal leave of absence would be liable
to such penalties as may be notified in
attendance rules.

Students are expected to attend all classes.
Even if the University stipulations are less.

SelaQui Academy in order to ensure
success for every learner insists on a

minimum attendance of 90% and above.

Ragging

SelaQui Academy is a ragging-free campus.
While the Academy actively promotes
mutuality and respect for all, cases of
persistent violation of such norms would be
dealt with as per the law.

Dress Code:

Breaking away from the established practice
of prescribed uniforms, SelaQui Academy
students are not required to wear a uniform.
Instead, they would be required to adhere to
the formal dress while engaging in academic
activities in the campus such as attending
lectures or working in laboratories.

Summer:
Boys -Formal tucked in Shirt half/full
sleeves & Trousers; Footwear-only Shoes

Girls - Formal tucked in Shirt half/full
sleeves & Trouser or Business / Salwar suit
with suitable footwear.

Winter:
Boys - Formal Shirt & Trouser with Coat/
Blazer & tie; Footwear-only shoes

Girls - Formal Shirt & Trouser with Coat/
Blazer/Jacket or Business / Salwar suit &
suitable footwear

Hostels & Mess

There are two kinds of hostels; campus hostel
and off-campus hostel. The off campus hostels
would be in hired accommodation and then
be allotted to students who apply and are
otherwise eligible. The on-campus hostels

are all air-conditioned, while the off-campus
hostels may not be air-conditioned.

The student accommodation at SelaQui
Academy is a “home away from home”. There
are separate hostels for men and women on

the campus, with all the necessary facilities

for study and recreation. The rooms are neatly
spaced with furniture and study tables. Hostels
are well equipped with modern kitchens
serving vegetarian and non-vegetarian food.
The Mess is spacious with a dining hall and
kitchen.

Besides hostel dining facility, there are food
outlets and cafes too, open 12 to 15 hours a
day, offering fast-food, pastries, juice and ice
cream.

The allotment criteria for off-campus or on-
campus hostel accommodation would be
available to students at the time of admission. < jda
For students living in off-campus hostels,
SelaQui Academy would provide transport at

fixed times. SelaQui
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Students holding high rank in competitive
entrance examination or the qualifying
examination alone shall be considered for on-
campus accommodation.

Girls would be given preference in allotment
of on-campus hostel accommodation.

The hostel fee for both types of hostels would
be notified in the month of May every year
and students would be entitled to apply for
either subject to their meeting the eligibility
criteria and availability of accommodation.

Hostel Rules

Hostel fee is to be paid in advance during the
starting of each academic annual session.
Hostel fee will not be refundable in case of
expulsion from hostel by the management.

No electric appliance of any type is to be used
in the room.

No interchange of room is permitted without
the written permission of the hostel warden.

Gambling, smoking, consumption of liquor or
any intoxicants inside or outside the hostel is
strictly prohibited.

Students are not allowed to stay in the hostel
rooms during the academic time unless
specifically required or on medical advice or
special dispensation allowed by the Director of
SelaQui Academy.

Morning assembly and exercises are
compulsory for all hostlers; however
relaxation/exemption may be given in
case of physical disability on case-to-case
basis.

Medical Insurance

In tie-up with leading health insurance
companies, SelaQui Academy’s students
may be provided medical insurance at cost,
so that in case of any eventuality, students
are able to have cashless medical treatment
in empanelled hospitals.

District of Dehradun--The
Institutional Capital of India

Nestled in the
mountain ranges of the
Himalayas, Dehradun
is one of the oldest
cities of India and has
been recently declared
as the Provisional
Capital of newly
created Uttarakhand
State in the month of
Nov’'2000.

Dehra appears to

be derived from the
word ‘dera’ signifying
a temporary abode or camp. During the reign of
Aurangzeb, Ram Rai, Guru of the Udasi Sikhs on
being ordered by the Mughal king to retire to the
wilderness of the Dun, had pitched his tents here in
what is now the Khurbura locality of the town and
has also built a temple near Dhanawala. Around these
two sites, grew up the town popularly known as
Dehra. The term dun or doon means the low lands at
the foot of a mountain range, and as the bulk of the
district lies in such a terrain, it justified the dun part of
the name.

Also known as the ‘Adobe of Drona’ the term dun

is stated to be from Dronashram, hermitage of Guru
Dronacharya of Mahabharata fame, who sojourned
for a season in the village of Devara, situated near to
Dehra.

It is a favored tourist destination as it attracts tourists,
pilgrims and enthusiasts from various walks of life

to its serene environs. Add to this the abundance

of special Basmati rice, tea and leechi gardens

which contribute in turning the city into a paradise.
Mussoorie, a hill station, also known as ‘Queen of
Hills" at an altitude of 6,500 feet is just 30 kilometers
or anhours drive from Dehradun

Dehradun is also known as the educational hub of
India. It houses some of the best schools, colleges and
institutions in India. A short list of such institution is
as below;

LalBahadur Shastri National Academy of
Administration.

LBSNAA was set up in 1959 at Mussoorie for
imparting training to members of All India Services
and Central Services (Group A) through common
Foundation Course and to provide professional
training to the regular recruits to the Indian
Administrative Service (IAS).

Indian Military Academy

Indian Military Academy is a premier training institute
for Army Officers. It became functional from 1st
October 1932 and is Situated 8 Kms on Dehradun-
Chakrata road and 3 kms beyond F.R.I., Dehradun.

Rashtriya Indian Military College
The Rashtriya Indian Military

College (RIMCQ) trains suitable
candidates for admission to National
Defence Academy.Inaugurated

on 13th March 1922, the College

is administered by the Ministry

of Defence through Directorate
General of Military Training, New
Delhi.

Forest Research Institute

Established in 1906, the Forest Research Institute,
Dehradun is one of the oldest institutions of its kind
and acclaimed the world over. Set in a lush green
estate spread over 1100 acres, marrying Greco-Roman
and Colonial styles of architecture, with a plinth area
of 2.5 hectares. Located on the Dehradun-Chakrata
road, it is one of the biggest forest based training

institute in India. The F.R.I. with its majestic building
also houses a Botanical Museum for the attraction of
tourists.

Indira Gandhi National Forest Academy

The Indian Forest College was instituted in 1938

to impart professional forestry training to newly
recruited forest officers. It was started as a constituent
of FRI and colleges and was renamed as Indira Gandhi
National Forest Academy (IGNFA) in 1987. The
Academy is conducting training for the Indian Forest
service (IFS) cadre.
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Indian Council of Forestry Research and
Education

ICFRE is an autonomous body under the Ministry

of Environment and Forests, Government of India.
The Council is the apex body in the national forestry
research system.

The Zoological Survey Of India

Founded in 1916, the Zoological Survey of India,

5 kms away on Kaulagarh road, a department under
the Ministry of Environment and Forests, is a premier
National Institute exploring the faunal diversity of the
country. The museum of this institute has a variety of
Himalayan faunal diversity.
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Wadia Institute of Himalayan Geology

The Wadia Institute Of Himalayan Geology is an
autonomous research Institute of the Department

of Science & Technology, Government of India. The
Institute was shifted to Dehradun from Delhi in 1976.
It is named after the late Prof. D.N. Wadia (founder
of the institute). Situated along the General Mahadev
Singh Road, the institute carries out research in
Himalayan Geology and related fields.

Wildlife Institute of India

WII was setup at Chandrabani, Dehra Dun in 1982
with a mandate to train government and non-
government personnel, carry out research, and advise
on matters of conservation and management of
wildlife resources.WII was accorded autonomy in
April 1986.

Indian Institute of Petroleum

[IP is situated at Mohkampur, Dehradun. Its major
activities involves developing processes and Products
for petroleum refining and petrochemical industries,
to provide technical services, to carry out R&D

work, training of personnel in oil and petrochemical
industries, assisting in formulation of standards for
petroleum products.

Oil & Natural Gas Corporation Ltd.

In the year 1956, ONGC has established its Head
Quarters in the famous Building, Tel Bhawan
(Patiala House), at Dehradun. ONGC is the premier
exploration and production company in India

and accounts for 90% of the exploration effort,
established reserves and production of oil and gas in
the country.

Keshava Deva Malviya Institute of Petroleum
Exploration

KDMIPE a unit of ONGC was first set up in 1962 as a
research and training institute with assistance from
United Nations Development Program, it evolved
into Institute of Petroleum Exploration in 1974. The
Institute was christened as Keshava Deva Malviya
Institute of Petroleum Exploration in the year 1981 in
memory of first Minister of Petroleum Shri Keshava
Deva Malviya.

Survey of India

Set up in 1767, Survey of India, The National Survey
and Mapping Organization of the country under the
Department of Science & Technology, is the oldest
scientific department of the Government of India.
The Survey of India acts as adviser to the Government
of India on all survey matters, viz Geodesy,
Photogrammetry, Mapping & Map Reproduction.

Indian Institute of Remote Sensing

lIRS was established at Dehradun in collaboration
with the government of Netherland. It is under
National Remote Sensing Agency, Department of
Space, Govt. of India. It is one of the premier Training
and Educational Institute set up for developing
trained professionals in the field of Remote Sensing,
Geo-informatics and GPS Technology for Natural
Resources and Disaster Management.

Central Soil and Water Conservation Research
& Training Institute

Central Soil and Water Conservation Research and
Training Institute was established in 1974 at 218,
Kaulagarh Road, Dehradun (Uttarakhand). The
institute undertakes many programs like Erosion
control, Waste/degraded land development,
Rainwater management, Watershed management,
Training in soil and water conservation etc.

Defence
Electronics
Applications
Laboratory
DEAL was
founded

in 1965 in
Mussoorie
(Uttarakhand); it was then known as the Himalayan
Radio Propagation Unit. In 1968, the lab was shifted
from Mussoorie to Dehradun (Uttarakhand) and in
1976 renamed as the Defense Electronics Applications
Laboratory (DEAL). Since then, DEAL has expanded
into a “major system laboratory” of the Defense
Research & Development Organization (DRDO),
Ministry of Defense.

Instrument Research and Development
Establishment

The origin of IRDE goes back to 1939 when
Inspectorate of Scientific Stores was established at
Rawalpindi (Now in Pakistan). Instrument Research &
Development Establishment (IRDE), Dehradun, is an
institution devoted to research, design, development
and technology transfer in the fields of sophisticated
optical and electro-optical instrumentation of vital
interest to the Defence Services Instruments Research
& Development Establishment.
